Memory Verse
Can you write down the series memory verse? (Matthew 16:24)

Discover
Did you discover something new that you haven’t seen before?

1. What was the most powerful thing that Philip did for his friend Nathaneal?

2. What do you think Nathaneal felt as he heard Jesus speak the exact words he needed to hear? Why do you think
those words were so impactful to Nathaneal?

3. Jesus tells Nathaneal something pretty profound… “Truly, truly, I say to you, you will see heaven opened, and the
angels of God ascending and descending on the Son of Man.” - What do you think Jesus meant by this? (Read
Genesis 28:12)

4. Right now, in your life, what is the one thing that you would love to hear Jesus say to you? Is this something that
you can ask your small group to be praying over and for this!



Identify
What did the story reveal to you about God, His character, His commands or His promises?

Helpful Questions for Reflection:

What verse stuck out to you the most in this passage?

What personal conviction could you pull from what you read?

Summarize your thoughts into a word or short phrase to give it a “Title”

Grow
How are you going to apply what you learned to YOUR life or heart this week?

What is your “response”? What action will you take with what God has spoken to you?
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
